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SERVICE’S WILDIFE AND SPORT FISH RESTORATION PROGRAM UNVEILS CORRECTED SYMBOL

The Wildlife and Sport Fish Restoration Program (WSFR) of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service unveils its new symbol to use when referring to both of its Wildlife Restoration and Sport Fish Restoration programs. The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service published a final rule in the Federal Register on August 1, 2011 (76 FR 46510).  The language around the previous symbol is in reverse order and this ruling, effective on September 12, 2014, corrects the error.

“We are proud of the dedicated Americans who stand strong behind the WFSR symbol and our beloved program,” said Hannibal Bolton, the Service’s Assistant Director for WSFR.  “We have been asked by States and industry partners who implement projects through WSFR funding to make the change to our symbol.  And we are grateful to say it now reflects our common name.” 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The program’s original symbols were added to the regulations governing the Wildlife and Sport Fish Restoration programs (WSFR) through the federal registry published on December 15, 1987 (52 FR 47571). During that time the program was called “Division of Federal Aid.”   In 2007 the name was changed to the Wildlife and Sport Fish Restoration program.
