PROJECTS 

 Hunter recruitment and recrea onal shooter recruitment grants that promote a na-

onal hun ng and shoo ng sport recruitment program, including related communi-

ca ons and outreach ac vi es. 

 Projects must benefit at least 26 States or a majority of States in any USFWS or AF-

WA region. 

MATCHING REQUIREMENTS AND LIMITATIONS  
 Not more than $5 million availa-

ble annually. 

 Funds available to be obligated 

for two years. 

 Funds not obligated within two 

years revert back to the WR pro-

gram for use by the States. 

Once obligated, funds remain available 

un l the award closes.  Any unspent funds 

at closing are returned to the program to 

be awarded in the subsequent year, in ad-

di on to new funds. 

 No cost-sharing match requirements.
