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According to both DOI regulation and U.S. Code, disclosure of lobbying activities by federal financial assistance recipients (or applicants) is limited to the corresponding grant or cooperative agreement and not for all federal financial assistance.  According to both 43 CFR 18 (Appendix A) and 31 U.S.C.§ 1352, disclosure of lobbying activities is limited to the corresponding grant or cooperative agreement involved.

(2) If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with this Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement, the undersigned shall complete and submit Standard Form-LLL, “Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying,” in accordance with its instructions.
Additionally, the disclosure of such activities is not required for agreements under $100,000.

(2) The reporting requirement in subsection (b) of this section shall not apply to any person with respect to—
 (A) payments of reasonable compensation made to regularly employed officers or employees of a person requesting or receiving a Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement or a commitment providing for the United States to insure or guarantee a loan;
(B) a request for or receipt of a contract (other than a contract referred to in clause (C)), grant, cooperative agreement, subcontract (other than a subcontract referred to in clause (C)), or subgrant that does not exceed $100,000
The US Fish and Wildlife Service interprets 31 USC 1352(d)(2)(B) to mean the federal share of the agreement (contract, grant, cooperative agreement, subcontract) when it refers to a “request for or reciept of”. Service guidance currently reflects this interpretation.
